[image: ]Year 2 Reading information. 
· Children should come to Year 2 roughly reading Turquoise books (please see attached sheet for a sample of a text at this level).
Therefore, children should be reading at home a MINIMUM of 3 times a week but ideally every night. 
· Children should by the end of Year 2 be expected to read a list of common exemption words (see attached) as well as words containing the sounds learned in Reception and Year 1. 
· They should also be able to understand what they have read by answering questions. (see attached for example questions). 
· The colour order for book bands are as follows:
Red 
Yellow 
Blue 
Green 
Orange 
Turquoise (Expected level at the start of Year 2)
Purple 
Gold 
White (Expected level by the end of Year 2)
Lime 
Copper
Topaz
Ruby
Emerald
Saphire
Diamond
· Do not worry if your child is not reading turquoise books when they come to year 2 as we still have chance in the first term to play catch up with plenty of reading at school and home.
· We endeavour to hear every child read once a week though with a class of 30 it is not possible to hear every child read every day. This is why it is so important for children to read as much as possible at home.
